Quorum:
The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m., with a quorum present, at the home of Carolyn Helander, 404 Tanner Marsh Road, Guilford, CT.

Secretary’s 

Report:
The minutes for the meeting held on October 11th, 2011 were read aloud.  Ellen made a correction to add her name to the Roger’s Island grass seed work party under ‘Hurricane Damage/Work Done’.  Lynne made a motion to accept the minutes from October 11th with corrections.  Todd seconded and it carried.

Treasurer’s 

Report:
Ellen reported that there had been $609.60 in income received for the period and $5990.00 in expenses.  The opening balance on 10/11/2011 was $2619.49 with a closing balance of $39.09 as of 12/05/2011.  All shareholder assessments have been received.  Lynne made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  Kate seconded the motion and it carried.  A copy of the report is enclosed.

Officers: 
The current officers were queried and all agreed to serve in their respective roles for another year.  The following slate was presented for nomination:

A motion to elect this slate of officers was made, seconded, and it carried.  There was discussion about splitting up the secretary position into recording secretary and corresponding secretary. Joel made a motion that Ellen act as acting corresponding secretary and Kate act as recording secretary for the year 2012.  Lynne seconded the motion and it carried.  

Work Day:
The fall workday was held on Saturday, October 22nd.  There was a large contingent of family members as well as Boy Scouts from David Ott’s Troop 474 (19 scouts and leaders).  The dock needed to be cross-braced and David got together the materials; hardware, pressure-treated cross-brace lumber and the cedar poles needed.  In addition to David, the dock crew on workday included Todd, Mike Johnson, Jim Whelan and Eliot.  Other work performed on this day included cleaning the outhouse, sand removal from behind the canopy, shoveling out and excavating the fireplace.  Those in attendance also cleared brush from along the side of the parking area, picked up trash and litter in the parking lot and along the beach road.  James Devoe delivered 8.7 tons of ¾” processed stone in two loads.  It was spread from after the bridge until nearly the beginning of the parking area. It was also noted that on the day before the workday, David donated a large trailer load of 1¼” stone on the last straight away before the parking lot.  Joel helped to spread this.  The board discussed the ever-present need for larger trap rock to keep the road intact.

Restoration Efforts:


Since the October 22nd workday, work has continued.  David Ott has placed 5 cedar poles; each set 4-5 feet deep.  Cedar poles are now in place to the beginning of the dock. They still need to be tied together. David continues to work diligently on this.  Grass on Roger’s Island is coming up nicely.  Mike Johnson bolted the arms of the fireplace back on to the fireplace.  Daniel and Victor have arranged temporary seating for the board to examine for the new seating area for the fireplace.

The annual shareholder’s meeting was held on November 26th, 2011 at the home of Joel E. Helander and was attended by many.  Some time capsule memories were read and enjoyed by all.  As in the past, the lasagna dinner and the many appetizers and desserts were delicious.  Thanks to all who contributed and attended.  

Hunting:
A shareholder approached the board about the possibility of deer hunting on corporation land with bow and arrow only.  The board agreed to follow the same protocol that was used in August of 2009 for bow and arrow hunting on corporation land.  It will allow Todd Chemacki to hunt with bow and arrow for the remainder of the season ending in January 2012.  As in 2009, said permission will be given with advance notice to any Sachem’s Head board member.  Ellen made a motion to accept this.  Kate second and it carried.

Todd seconded the motion and it carried.
