Quorum:
The meeting was called to order at 7:29 p.m., with a quorum present, at the home of Joel Helander, Vineyard Point Road, Guilford, CT.

Secretary’s 

Report:
The minutes for the meeting held on May 9th, 2011 were read aloud.  Changes to the minutes included adding, ‘Next, Forrest will set the poles’ before ‘stringing the wire’ under Zabel Fence Line.  It was also noted that under Cattle it should say that ‘it [telling the Hammurlands when the fence line would be done] will be done by May 24th’.  Also, under Fence Work Day ‘Elliott’ should be changed to ‘Eliot’.  Under Property Line trees it should be added that we ‘tagged some of the scrub trees with white string’.  Lynne made a motion to accept the minutes as amended.  Ellen seconded the motion and it carried.    

Treasurer’s 

Report:
Ellen reported that there had been $0.00 in income received for the period and $361.60 in expenses.  The opening balance on 5/09/2011 was $3414.37 with a closing balance of $3052.77 as of 6/13/2011.  Lynne made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  Kate seconded the motion and it carried.  A copy of the report is enclosed.

Annual 

Work Day:
The annual beach work day went very well.  Jobs that were done included: cleaning out the beach house, staining two of the picnic tables, repairing a leg of one picnic table, raking the beach, cleaning out the culvert under the bridge on the beach road, cleaning out the area behind the fireplace, raking the beach, putting up the canopy, and putting out the dock and tying it down.  Thanks to everyone who helped out.  

Pasture

Maintenance:
Bill Leete cut the pasture on June 9th with a sickle bar.  He cut the wild raspberries and the rose bushes.  He did not mow down by the stone wall on the west end and asked to come back in the fall to do that part.  He did not think it would be too hard to cut in the fall.  More discussion was had about resuming spraying of Roundup in the fall to control the rose bushes.  The board will continue to research to make an informed decision. 

Beach Road 

Bridge/Culvert:     

The culvert under the bridge seemed to be blocked.  At the work day it was discovered that it wasn’t a blockage but that the eelgrass had grown up heavily next to the culvert.  Eliot and David dug out the mound of eelgrass and the creek began to flow much better right away.  There was also discussion about the beach road and how it seems to be low.  It was thought that a load of trap rock might be needed soon.    

Fireplace


Update:
Ellen contacted a few fabricators about the price of the grate for the fireplace.  The board decided that the grate should be about 6” in from the front of the fire pit.  Ellen will follow-up with the fabricators to ask about the best type of metal to use as well as the price.  Joel will find a stonemason to make the lags after Ellen gets the grate.  Kate made a motion to authorize Ellen to use her best judgment to purchase a grate for the fire pit.  Donna seconded and the motion carried.       

Zabel 

Fence Line:
During the Beach Work Day Forrest worked to set nine poles in concrete on the Zabel fence line.  At the end of the day David, Eliot, and Joel assisted him.  At the recommendation of Page’s Hardware the board then made the decision to hire UConn student Matthew Husted. He worked 30 hours over the next 7-10 days to finish setting the remainder of the cedar poles (17 poles) in concrete.  Todd, Forrest, Matt, and Joel then strung three strands of barbed wire on the length of the fence line.  Ellen will send a bill to Bill Zabel for half of the total cost of the fence line, which came to $1660.00.  Half of the cost will be $830.00.  Overall, the board estimates that the fence required about 60 hours of manpower, of which, 30 hours were volunteered by family members.  Forrest donated his time instead of being paid for it as was reported in previous minutes.  

Cattle:
The Hammurlands have not yet brought in the cattle.  Joel went to their farm the weekend of June 7th and the Hammurlands reported that they would bring them in this past Thursday but they did not come.  Joel will contact the Hammurlands again to inquire about the cattle.  Discussion was had about actively looking for another tenant for the meadow in the fall for next year.
