Quorum:

Secretary’s 

Report:

Treasurer’s 

Report:
Ellen reported that there had been $64.37 in income received for the period and $1742.75 in expenses.  The opening balance on 6/13/2011 was $3052.77 with a closing balance of $1374.39 as of 7/11/2011.  Ellen will send out second notices for the five shareholder assessments that are still outstanding.  Heather made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  Joel seconded the motion and it carried.  A copy of the report is enclosed.

Beach Road:   The grass in the center strip of the beach road is long and does need to be mowed with the hand mower.  A board member will mow the center strip in the coming week or two.  Strong discussion was had again about the low spots on the beach road.  Some felt that the road was in immediate need of trap rock for the low spots.  Others felt that the trap rock could wait until fall when it would be more feasible to get the manpower to spread the trap rock, as it has to be spread right away once it is dumped.  The board ultimately agreed that a load of trap rock should be delivered and that during the fall workday seemed like the best time.

Update:
Ellen found a fabricator to make the grate for the fireplace for $300.00.  The grate is stainless steel.  It weighs about 40 pounds and is 52 inches wide by 20 inches deep.  It is now at the beach and Joel will find a mason to now make the lags.  The earlier idea about the moving back of the front of the fireplace pit was brought up for discussion again.  It was agreed that further discussion would be had about it at the fall workday when measurements could be taken.
