Quorum:
The meeting was called to order at 7:56 p.m., with a quorum present, at the home of Joel Helander, 370 Vineyard Pt. Rd., Guilford, CT.

Secretary’s 

Report:
The minutes for the special meeting held on March 10th, 2012 were read aloud.  Ellen made a motion to accept the minutes from March 10th, 2012.  Lynne seconded and it carried.

Treasurer’s 

Report:
Ellen reported that there had been $1470.47 in income received for the period and $1245.66 in expenses.  The opening balance on 02/13/2012 was $2266.41 with a closing balance of $2491.22 as of 04/10/2012.  Todd made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  Lynne seconded the motion and it carried.  A copy of the report is enclosed.  A copy of the 2011 Year-End Financial Report is also enclosed.

Beach Repair:


The Dock:
David Ott has continued to work on the dock and it is progressing well.  The stringers need to be finished and some of the poles need to be cross-braced.  The incline of the new dock extension is 4” in a downward direction to meet up with the existing dock.  With wood salvaged from the meadow there may be enough to make the new dock pieces that we will need.  
Deck Repair:
We have recovered about $900-$1000 worth of Trex decking from the meadow.  There was discussion about using the Trex to top the current deck.  There are a couple of boards that need to be replaced on the deck.  
Outhouse:
At the beach before the meeting, the board agreed that the original location of the compostable outhouse was probably the best location.  Eliot has agreed to partner with David to do the work on the outhouse.  David presented his plan for the outhouse, which would include the use of four sonitubes placed in concrete to hold the outhouse in place.  The bottom of the outhouse would be placed about 15” higher, even with the current concrete base.  The grade of the land would need to be raised with stone and topped with loam for grass.  The outhouse would be placed on a deck that would come out about 2-3 feet.  No concrete pad would be needed for this.  This would allow someone to stand on the deck and then empty the bin.  The grade would also need to be raised in the back to match up to the platform deck.  The deck would be attached to the sonitubes by putting in galvanized bolts when the concrete is wet.  Todd suggested that we could replace the grade in the front with just one or two steps.  The possibility of steps might eliminate the need to have a backhoe for excavation.  However, the board also discussed how to move the outhouse.  Some thought we might need a backhoe.  Others thought we might be able to move it without a backhoe, possibly on rollers or with a vehicle.  Ellen also reminded the board that the outhouse roof needs to be repaired once it is in place and that the door hinges need to be replaced.  The board also again discussed the fan vent for the outhouse.  There would need to be a vent panel in the front door.  This would pull air in and vent by going down the toilet seat and into the stack.  This increases the airflow in the bin.  
Fireplace:
Joel and David went to the quarry and got granite to match the fireplace.  David and Joel placed the seating at a good height with granite toppers.  The project still needs to have the finishing touches done.  Jen will ask Mike Johnson about possibly creating the lags in the fireplace arms for the grate.

Wood Pile

Cutting:
Todd donated about a cord of oak slab wood to the beach.  Donna will ask Ken to cut the woodpile at the beach for firewood while he is visiting.

Boy Scout 

Workday:
David has put forth an agenda for the Boy Scout workday and campout on Saturday, April 21st.  They will pick up the trash and wood in the meadow and hope to cut the wood as well.  David welcomes anyone who wants to come to help out as well.  If you have them, the materials needed for the day are steel rakes, pitchforks, and tarps.

Outhouse

Rental:
The board agreed to rent an outhouse for a month for the Boy Scout Work Day and to possibly to extend the rental for the Annual Work Day.  

Beach Road:
Donna spoke to Matt Falvey when he was down for a recommendation on the beach road.  He said that the different sized crushed stone should be mixed.  He also thought it would be helpful to line the road with granite or other rock.  He did warn that it would be very expensive.  The board does not have the resources to take on the large expense and project of a total road overhaul at this point in time.  The board will see what kind of resources are left in the fall for road repairs.  

Fence Repair:
Donna and Todd walked the fence line and found just a few spots that need to be repaired with barbed wire.  Todd estimates a 40’ section behind the Feig property and a 30’ section behind the Fusi property.  There will be a Fence Work Day on Saturday, May 5th to fix these two areas.

Animals:
Joel reported that the Hammurlands are unsure about the cattle in the pasture this year.  He feels strongly that we need to look for a new tenant for the pasture.
