Quorum:
The meeting was called to order at 7:26 p.m., with a quorum present, at the home of Joel Helander, 370 Vineyard, Guilford, CT.

Secretary’s 

Report:
The minutes for the meeting held on May 7th, 2012 were read aloud.  On page 2 under ‘Boy Scout Workday’ Lynne Ott also signed the thank you note to the Boy Scouts.  On page 4 under ‘Beach Road’ David procured the igneous basalt rock from Tilcon.  Ellen made a motion to accept the minutes from May 7th, 2012 with corrections.  Jen seconded and it carried.

Treasurer’s 

Report:
Ellen reported that there had been $653.74 in income received for the period and $174.38 in expenses.  The opening balance on 05/07/2012 was $2221.53 with a closing balance of $2700.89 as of 06/04/2012.  There are still six outstanding assessments.  Lynne made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  Kate seconded the motion and it carried.  A copy of the report is enclosed.  While on the subject of finances, Joel issued a reminder that shareholders should consider gifting stock to reduce their assessment burden.  Joel, as the BBC Stock Registrar, prefers to do stock changes all at once at the end of the year. Annual

Work Day:
The Annual Benton Beach Workday was held on Saturday, May 19th.  The outhouse was moved to its final location by pulling it with ropes on Trex.  Mike Johnson brought six igneous basalt rocks from the camping area to the side of the beach road near the bridge with his truck.  The platform for the outhouse was made using Trex.  The Trex will not be used on the decking because it would be too heavy and there would not be enough.  Todd dug out the stringers of the deck before workday and the old deck pieces were put down.  The beach house was cleaned and the beach was raked.  The large boulders on the side of the parking lot were cleared of brush.  Much of the extra trap rock from the outhouse site was moved to the low spots on the road.  The life ring was also cleaned and put out.  There was some discussion about moving workday to a date earlier in the month to accommodate more family members.  Overall it was a successful workday.    
Cattle: 
Jonathan Page brought another animal to pasture (a bull) in mid-May to bring the total number of animals to six.  

The Dock:
Eliot has worked on the dock and adjusted the stringers and the level of the dock so there is now no incline on the new dock section.  Todd will try to put the old dock pieces on.  Eliot has already started to build dock pieces for the new section of the dock.  

The Deck:
Joel put together a report on how much Trex was salvaged from the pasture.  There is 177.55 square feet worth of Trex.  The deck is about 280 square feet so about 65% worth of the deck would be covered with the existing Trex.  Approximately another 102 square feet would be needed to complete the deck.  This would cost about $600 to $700.


The more pressing issue right now is to remove the Trex from the parking lot.  This requires removing the stainless steel hardware before the pieces can be moved.


Todd also brought up getting new pieces for the deck to replace the ones that are splintered and broken.  Joel will stop to get a few pieces for this, as the wood for it is a specialized size.  


Overall 

Beach Plan:
Joel proposed having a concrete action plan to get all of the work done at the beach.  The board wants to plan a mini workday to focus specifically on the jobs of the outhouse, the dock, and the Trex removal.  The board also discussed having a back-up plan if family members cannot get the work done by July 1st so the beach is usable for the majority of the season.  The board will make every effort possible to assemble family members to get this done.  Joel made a motion that if the Trex is not disassembled and removed from its present location by July 1st weekend, that the board hire someone at a rate not to exceed $20 an hour, for up to 20 hours, not to exceed $400.  Lynne seconded it and it carried.  The board agreed to have a mini workday this Sunday, June 10th to complete this work.     
Compostable

Outhouse:
Eliot will put in the solar fan, the PVC piping, and the new roof.  Other than those components, the outhouse is ready to use.  Currently it is roped off until it can be finished completely.  
Fireplace:
Todd dug out the rest of the fireplace before the workday.  Mike Johnson made a bracket to hold the grate with handles on both sides for ease of use.  A sign will need to be hung up to remind everyone of the procedures for putting out the fire. A reminder that neither sand nor water should be used to put the fire out; it should be allowed to burn down gradually.  Using water might cause the concrete pad to crack and sand mixed with the ashes makes it much harder to clean out the fireplace.  Mike Johnson also reported that the mortar in the fireplace is slightly deteriorating.  The board will keep an eye on the situation.  The seating arrangement is nearly complete around the fireplace.    
Beach Road:
Ellen asked about the status of the small mower to mow the center strip of the beach road.  The mower is functional with new gas.  The board also discussed mowing the side of the beach road next to the William’s property.

The Annual Benton Family Picnic will be held on Saturday, August 11th, 2012 at 2:00 p.m.  The downpour date will be on Sunday, August 12th, 2012.  High tide on Saturday is at 7:06 p.m.  It will be a potluck picnic.  Ellen will send out a notice for this.  The time capsule will be re-buried after the picnic.  The board issued a reminder to all shareholders to write out their submissions prior to the picnic.  There will be archival paper available at the picnic to write out your final draft.
