Quorum:
The meeting was called to order at 7:16 p.m., with a quorum present, at the home of Joel Helander, 370 Vineyard Point Road, Guilford, CT.

Secretary’s 

Report:
The minutes for the meeting held on June 4th, 2012 were read aloud.  Joel mentioned that on page 1 under ‘Quorum’ it should read “Point Road” after “Vineyard”.  It was also mentioned that under ‘Annual Work Day’ it was incorrectly reported that Trex would not be used on the deck. Treasurer’s 

Report:

Todd made a motion to accept the June treasurers report as amended.  Kate seconded it and it carried. The amended June treasurer’s report will be posted on the website.

The Rules and Regulations were read.  There was discussion about updating and amending the rules and regulations since they were last updated in 2009.  There was particular discussion about the rule about Dogs.  There was discussion around the liability of having dogs down at the beach.  Jen brought up possibly allowing dogs to be there during camping trips.  The board will look at amending the rules and regulations in August.  Todd made a motion to table the discussion to the August meeting.  Heather seconded and it carried.  Later in the meeting Heather motioned to re-open the discussion about rules and regulations.  Kate seconded the motion.  Joel spoke about the importance of having a current version of the rules and regulations.  It was thought that the section about the fireplace would need to be updated.  Joel will add a section to the Rules and Regulations about the fireplace in advance of the discussion in August.

Cattle:

The Dock:
Todd built the new dock pieces for the extension of the dock.  The wood is not pressure treated.  The dock pieces should still be tied down.  Eliot is working on the ‘T’ of the dock to level it out.  A handrail also needs to be put on for the extension of the dock.  Jen will talk to Mike or Eliot about this.    

The Deck:
Joel replaced the broken boards on the deck on June 23rd.  The extra pieces were left in the beach house.

Outhouse:
Eliot has worked on the outhouse.  The new roof is on and the solar fan is in place.  The solar panel charges the battery for the solar fan continuously.  The battery is located in the bin in the back.  A vent was put in on the door as well as new hinges.  The new usage plan is that saw dust should only be used for solid deposits.  Jen brought up a concern about kayakers.  She observes them try to come in to the beach often and thinks they may possibly be using the outhouse.    
Beach Road:
There was again discussion about shoring up some of the low spots on the beach road, possibly before the family picnic.  The large rock in the road around the corner after the bridge was brought up as well.  There was talk about adding 1 ¼” trap rock around it.  Joel made a motion based on our discussion to authorize him to contact James Devoe to purchase a 5 ton load of 1 ¼” unprocessed trap rock to be applied to problem areas in the beach road as discussed above.  Heather seconded it.  The board will try to spread the rock on Wednesday, June 25th.        

Trex:
Ellen and Chip Fales as well as Dan Schaefer worked to cut up the remaining Trex and the under board and move it out of the parking area.  Joel brought 1080 pounds of pressure treated wood and other pieces of miscellaneous wood to the transfer station in order to clean up the beach.
