Quorum:
The meeting was called to order at 7:25 p.m., with a quorum present, at the home of Joel Helander, 370 Vineyard Point Road, Guilford, CT.

Secretary’s 

Report:
The minutes for the meeting held on October 8th, 2012 were read aloud.  Corrections were made as follows: Under ‘Canopy’ “Topside Canopy” should be changed to “Topside Canvas” and under ‘Beach Road’ “processed stone” should be changed to “stone”.  Lynne made a motion to accept the minutes as corrected.  Todd seconded and it carried.  The minutes for the special meeting held on November 4th, 2012 were also read aloud.  Corrections were made as follows: Under ‘Breakwater’ the last sentence should read, “Some of the stones in the breakwater will need to be reset”.  Lynne made a motion to accept the minutes as corrected.  Ellen seconded the motion and it carried.

Treasurer’s 

Report:
Ellen reported that there had been $333.59 in income received for the period and $952.90 in expenses.  The opening balance on 10/08/2012 was $648.52 with a closing balance of $29.21 as of 12/03/2012.  There is still one outstanding assessment. Heather made a motion to accept the October 2012 treasurer’s report as presented.  Lynne seconded the motion and it carried.  A copy of the report is enclosed. 

Outhouse:
The compostable outhouse was placed in the Long Lot from Edwin Benton’s property where it was originally located during Hurricane Sandy.  There was a complaint from the neighbors and Forrest and Joel moved the outhouse closer to the pasture gate by about 50’.  David suggested putting wheels under the outhouse in order to move it easier each season.  

Election of 

Officers:
The current officers were queried to serve in their respective roles for another year.  Lynne nominated Ellen B. Fales as secretary and Joel E. Helander as treasurer.  Jen seconded the motion.  The following slate was presented for nomination:

Donna S. Chemacki – President

Lynne S. Ott – Vice President

Joel E. Helander – Treasurer

Ellen B. Fales – Secretary

A motion to elect this slate of officers was made, seconded, and it carried.  It was noted that Kate Fales would continue in the role of updating the website.

Beach Repair:
Joel presented proposals for beach repair and restoration from four different local contractors.  David explained that renting a machine for the family was not a cost savings.  The cost of Tanners Tree Service came in lower than the other three proposals at $500/day for 2-3 days.  This contractor is a friend of Todd Chemacki and Todd would also be working with him.  Joel, Donna, and other board members wanted to ask Tanners Tree Service what the typical hours in their workday are to ensure that it would not extend to 4-5 days.  Joel made a motion that by virtue of the good will by Todd to donate his labor and the probable final cost at $500/day for 2-3 days, that we grant the contract to Tanners Tree Service with the minor changes to the contract discussed (sand below the high tide line on the beach proper and sand above the high tide line on Roger’s Island).  Ellen seconded the motion and it carried.  Todd recused himself from the vote.  The board also discussed an honor before date for the work to be done.  It was suggested that March 1st be this date.

Igneous

Basalt:
Jen brought up that when Eliot was moving the beach house he had to move a few rocks at the corner of the parking lot.  They thought that perhaps these rocks could be moved to a more useful location.  Joel thought that these rocks did have a purpose in the parking lot.  This led to discussion on the igneous basalt rocks.  Once again it was brought up that ideally igneous basalt would be placed on both sides of Roger’s Island.  The board discussed at length if David Ott should get more igneous basalt if the opportunity presents itself.  The concern was where the igneous basalt rocks would be placed if they were brought to the beach.  The board was also concerned about the price of the rocks when the budget for the coming year had not yet been looked at.  Todd made a motion to table the discussion of the rocks to the February meeting.  Kate seconded the motion and it carried.  

Beach House:
Joel presented a report on rehabilitation of the beach house compiled from talks with Eliot Benton, Todd Chemacki, Forrest Helander, Mike Johnson, and David Ott.  His report suggested budgeting approximately $1,000 for restoration.

The annual shareholder’s meeting was held on November 24th, 2012 at the home of Joel E. Helander and was attended by many.  A slide show of old family photos was presented by Joel.  As in the past, the lasagna dinner and the many appetizers and desserts were delicious.  Thanks to all who contributed and attended.
