Quorum:
The meeting was called to order at 7:26 p.m., with a quorum present, at the home of Joel Helander, 370 Vineyard Point Road, Guilford, CT.

Secretary’s 

Report:
The minutes for the meeting held on July 9th, 2012 were read aloud.  Lynne made a motion to accept the minutes from July 9th, 2012.  Jen seconded and it carried.

Treasurer’s 

Report:
Ellen reported that there had been $0.00 in income received for the period and $294.35 in expenses.  The opening balance on 07/09/2012 was $2828.52 with a closing balance of $2534.17 as of 08/06/2012.  There are still six outstanding assessments. Heather made a motion to accept the August treasurer’s report as presented.  Todd seconded the motion and it carried.  A copy of the report is enclosed. 

Rules and

Regulations:
Joel presented a draft of updated Rules and Regulations for Benton Beach. ‘Granite Fireplace’ was added as a section to relay how to care for it.  

Under ‘Parking’ in the Rules and Regulations it was suggested to add “including the drop-off area behind the canopy deck” after mention of keeping the roadway leading to the beach clear.

Ellen suggested that the ‘Compostable Outhouse’ section of the Rules and Regulations be separate from ‘Preparation and Clean-up’ as it is an important distinct piece with its own set of directions.      
Jen presented an amendment to the Rules and Regulations regarding allowing dogs on the beach during campouts.  There was much debate about whether to allow dogs at the beach during campouts, during the winter months, or at all.  There was also discussion about if dogs were allowed on the beach, whether to leash them or not.  Ellen made a motion to allow leashed dogs on the beach premises from November 1st to March 31st at which time owners must clean up after their dogs and must keep their dogs under control at all times, including excessive barking.  Todd seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Fireplace:
The fireplace has a few spots that needed to be tightened up with mortar.  There is fireplace mortar in the beach house.  Ellen did talk to Mike Schaefer about it and he will try to come down in the next few months to look at it.  

Igneous 

Basalt:
The rest of the igneous basalt rock is too big for Mike Johnson to move with his truck.  Joel brought up possibly asking Bill Leete to move them if he comes to mow the meadow.  Joel will ask Bill Leete to assess the project.   

Loam: 
Ellen raised the point that the area at the beginning of Roger’s Island needs to be filled in with loam and re-seeded.  Loam would also need to be delivered.  Joel will ask James Devoe for a price on loam.  However, if the igneous basalt needs to be moved we would need to wait to seed until later.     

The Dock:
The handrail on the dock needs to be restored.  Jen did talk to Eliot and Mike about possibly finishing the handrail.  Ellen will also talk to Eliot.        

Picnic Table:
Ellen will re-finish the round picnic table when she is camping.

Outhouse:
Eliot has finished the work on the outhouse.  Ellen painted the hinges and the new piece of wood that was put in.  Ellen found that Eliot talked to the makers of the solar panel and that there is a solar roof panel available.  They also said that the solar panel could support some extra function - possibly a light.  
Beach Road:
Joel learned that James Devoe can only deliver trap rock on the weekends now and a weekend before the family picnic did not work.  The board agreed to have two 5 ton loads of 1 ¼” trap rock delivered as one 5 ton load would probably not be enough.  The board will try to have it delivered on September 15th at 9am.
